GENERAL RWHS

The DOUGLAS COUNTFAIR BOARDmakes all rules and regulations, and reserves the final and absolute right
to interpret these rules and regulations. The board will settle and determine all matters, questions and
differences in regard thereto, or otherwise arising out of any connection with or incident to the fair.

Special rules are published for each department, when necessary. If there is a conflict between the special
rules of any department and the general rules and regulations, the special rules will govern.

ALGOHOLICBEVERAGES

Conduct rules on the fairgrounds are in accordance with the regulations adopted by the Board of County
Commissioners, ABSOLUTELY NO ALCOHOLIC OR CEREAL MALT BEVERAGES may be consumed or
carried on the premises except designated areas. Violating exhibitors will have all entries disqualified.

ANIMAL @QRE
1 The board of directors will furnish pens only for animals entered.
1 Commercial advertising by exhibitors on the fairgrounds is prohibited unless approved by the Fair
Board.
1 All cattle and horses shall be halter broke and trained to lead. Owners must provide a suitable means of
caring for animals at all times during the fair.
1 4-H/FFA members are encouraged to groom their own livestock. During the fair, only the immediate

family (to include parents, legal guardians, siblings, and grandparents) or other Douglas County 4-H/FFA
members, may help an exhibitor with the grooming of their animals. After the first warning, violation of this
rule may lead to total disqualification of the exhibitor from the show and all premiums forfeited. Anyone
wishing to report unauthorized people grooming animals must follow the protest procedure as outlined in
the Protest Rules. No misters or hoses for the watering or cooling livestock will be allowed in any
livestock individual pens.

1 To protect the safety and convenience of fair patrons, participants and exhibits, any person or persons
interfering with or disrupting the exhibition and care of livestock or other exhibits may be removed from the
4-H fairgrounds and/or subject to penalties in accordance with Home Rule Resolution No. HR-89-7-2.

1 Exhibitors must keep livestock stalls clean and in a presentable condition for public viewing. Blocking
chutes must be kept in designated areas. Tack, hay and show boxes must be kept in the proper areas.
Cattle and other stock must be in the stalls for public viewing when not showing or being prepared for
showing, until 8:00 p.m. each night. After 8:00 p.m. all beef and bucket calves may be taken to
designated tie out areas. 4-Hb e aresrequired to provide their own bedding for the tie out area.

WITHDRAWAL TIMES FOR DRUGS, GROWTH PROMOTANTS AND OTHER APPROVED MATERIALS:
Exhibitors, their parents, leaders, and instructors have a serious responsibility to use animal health
products, growth promotants and any other approved materials with great care, only when needed and
in correct amounts. Approved withdrawal times are set and must be followed to assure that meat
customers receive wholesome food. A Drug Withdrawal Certificate must be filled out for each market
animal exhibited. Market livestock will not be allowed to be auctioned, or shipped as extras, without a
completed certificate signed by the exhibitor and parent or guardian. The withdrawal date for
medications and legal drugs will be the date that the auction cards are due, and the withdrawal
certificate must be turned in with the auction card to the fair office for the animal to sell in the auction
or be shipped as an extra animal.

NO PREMIUM PAID ON CONDEMNED CARCASS: The Fair Board will allow NO BASE BID TO BE PAID
to any exhibitor of a market animal whose carcass is condemned by an official inspector because of
any unethical practice such as giving by mouth or injection of any prohibited medication or the
physical alteration of such carcass. The Fair Board reserves the right to condemn and/or disqualify
any animal, or carcass, found violating the use of drugs, chemicals, or feed additives. The exhibitor
will forfeit the base value of the animal, ribbon premium money, prizes and possibly the premium
amount paid by the buyer of the animal (at the discretion of the buyer). The class placing will not
change.



ATTIRE

4-H and FFA exhibitors will be required to wear the provided 4-H T-shirt during all livestock shows. All 4-H6 e r s

will receive ONE shirt and extras will be available for purchase by exhibitors. The shirts will

be requested during the pre-entry process and available at entry tag pick-up. Dairy, Dairy Goat, and Horse
exhibitors will be required to follow their show attire rules. 4-H T-shirts must also be worn by those competing
in the Round Robin Showmanship competitions. T-Shirts may not be altered. This includes but is not limited
to cutting, embellishing, or bleaching. Exhibitors who do not comply will be disqualified and forfeit any
ribbons and premiums.

ENRY NFORMTION

Pre-entries must be made for all 4-H/FFA divisions and Open Class Livestock by JUNE 30. Late entries will
not be accepted. All pre-entries must be made through the on-line entry system. Go to the fair website,
www.dgcountyfair.com for the link to on-line entries.

Any exhibitor wishing to receive special consideration by the judge due to special needs or challenges, has the
option of doing so by placing a small sticker next to the class number. Questions regarding this rule should be
addressed to Nickie Harding, 4-H Agent.

Out-of-county entries will be accepted in all Open Class Divisions.
1 A 4-H member must be enrolled in the projects they exhibit, and their project enrollment on-line is

complete by May 1 of the current year.
9 Agricultural Education students or FFA members must exhibit projects included in their Supervised

Agricultural Experience program or must be a school project under the Agricultural Educationte ac her 0

supervision.

1 Any 4-H/FFA member who turns 19 years of age before January 1 of the current year will not be eligible
to participate in 4-H/FFA competition.

1 All exhibits must be owned by exhibitor if entered in competition, except where designated. No
duplicate samples shall be taken from the same baking batch, bin, crib, field, tree and be shown by
different exhibitors as their respective products.

FIRST AID
A first aid station is located by the maintenance shop. Qualified first aid personnel are on duty from 8:00 a.m.
until 10:00 p.m. each day of the fair.

INFORMATION

The fair office is located in Building 21S. The office is operated by the Douglas County Fair Board and staff,
who can also supply information about local attractions and events. Prior to the week of the fair, information
can be obtained by calling the Executive Administrator, Candice Lavalette at 785-424-4470 or checking the fair
board website, www.dgcountyfair.com.

LIABLITY:

1 Exhibitors and others who bring property of any kind upon the fairgrounds, either exhibits or otherwise,
do so at their own risk. The Douglas County Fair shall not be liable for loss or damage to such property
from any cause whatsoever, and no such liability shall be created or presumed from any supervision
over exhibits exercised by the association or its employees. All persons who have exhibits, particularly
those of great sentimental and/or monetary value, should carefully make their own determination of
whether such exhibits should be exposed to the hazards of the Fair.

1 All exhibitors shall be liable to the Douglas County Fair for any damage to the grounds or property of
the Douglas County Fair by such exhibitor, their agents, employees, or property. All exhibitors shall
hold the Douglas County Fair harmless from liability for any damage to their persons, or their property.

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The association reserves the right to require bond from any exhibitor to protect it against liability in such
amount as the Douglas County Fair may determine.

The Douglas County Fair Board will not be responsible for overnight supervision of 4-H/FFA members.

Passes must be picked up before 4:00 p.m. in the fair office.

All livestock must arrive on the grounds between 6:00-9:00 p.m., Monday. Stall assignments will be pre-
assigned by the department superintendents.

All youth participating in the livestock areas of Bucket Calf, Beef, Dairy, Dairy Goats, Poultry, Rabbits,
Sheep, and Swine must be certified with Youth for Quality Care of Animals (YQCA) by June 15" of the
current year to show.

The Douglas County Fair is transitioning to a fit show for the market and breeding divisions,
showmanship included. Grooming for the breeding and market animal shows may include the use of
adhesives, paints, and powders. Twine, other artificial material, or hair not from the animal itself are not
allowed.

The check-in and weigh-in times will be Tuesday as follows: 7:00 a.m. for market and dairy goats. 8:00
a.m. for sheep. Swine will start weighing at 9:00 a.m. Beef and bucket calves will start check-in and
weighing at 12:00 p.m. If 4-H member chooses, the market animals will be scanned at weigh-in for the
carcass evaluation. This class must be pre-entered by June 30 at a cost of $5 per animal.

The exhibitor, a family member or other responsible person must be present to bring the animals to the
scales. lItis not the weighing commit t e espomsibilitgto get the animals to the scales. If the exhibitor
is not present to have their animals in order, they will be skipped and have to bring their animals to the
scales at the end of the line, and by the allotted time for that species.

No parking in livestock building area. Temporary parking to unload allowed only mornings of the fair to
8:00 a.m. No vehicle traffic allowed from 8:00 a.m. to closing of grounds 12:00 midnight.

The board of directors will furnish pens only for animals entered. Beef and Bucket Calf exhibitors are
required to include the appropriate bedding fee along with their entries to cover the cost of wood chips.
All other livestock entries must provide their own bedding.

Commercial advertising by exhibitors on the fairgrounds is prohibited unless approved by the fair board.
All cattle and horses shall be halter broke and trained to lead.

Animals can be shown in only one class other than group classes and showmanship. Animals shown
in market classes are not eligible for breeding classes and vice versa. This applies to both 4-H and
Open Class entries. Animals are considered either breeding or market animals and cannot be shown as
a market animal in 4-H and a breeding animal in Open.

Livestock exhibitors must exhibit and present their entries without assistance in the show ring and
failure on the part of the contestant to exhibit the entry may bar him or her from participation in any
awards. In case of an exhibitor who has two entries in the same class or a physical disability, owners
may have another 4-H/FFA member assist with an entry provided it meets with the approval of the
superintendent of the department. The assistant must be a Douglas County 4-H/FFA member and be
enrolled in the same project they are helping with.

Anyone wishing to report unauthorized people grooming animals must first report the violation to the
head superintendent. The matter will then be taken to the Fair Board.

A 4-H/FFA member must own and exhibit in the regular classes animals used in showmanship classes.
No animal may be entered in showmanship without also being shown in a regular class. No premiums
are paid in showmanship classes.

Premiums will be paid by check within 30 days after the conclusion of the fair. Premium checks must
be cashed within 30 days of issue, to insure payment. After that time, any premium checks which have
not been cashed will be considered donated to the Douglas County Fair.

If any dispute should arise over prizes, the record in the secretar y 6 s b o oakdsas tsub. aAwards s t

will be based on the Danish system for 4-H/FFA (Purple, Blue, Red, and White based on a standard).
Purple ribbons will be awarded in all non-livestock divisions which may be eligible for state entry.

Open Class, American system (ranked 1, 2, and 3), receives ribbons and premiums. Grand
Champions shall be selected from the group of Division Champions. Reserve Grand Champions shall
be selected from the group of Division Champions and Division Reserve Champions.

PREMIUM FORFEITURE

Superintendents are instructed that if they have proof that an exhibitor, by false entry or otherwise,
attempts to receive or obtain an award by misrepresentation, said exhibitor shall forfeit all prizes
awarded on all exhibits.

Judges will be instructed not to award premiums on unworthy articles, or give first premiums where only
one is entered in a class unless it merits a first. No red ribbon or lower rating exhibits can receive
Champion or Grand Champion.

Any person may protest the qualification or eligibility of any competing person, animal or object
submitted for competition and showing any pertinent class or event to the fair board by the following
procedure:

Any complaint regarding eligibility or adherence to the rules must be made in writing to the Rules
Committee, within twenty-four (24) hours following the occasion of the protest.

Upon receipt of a protest, the Rules Committee will promptly notify the person against whom the protest
was made, the superintendent of the department for the class or event, and other parties who may
have relevant information to the protest.

The notice will give a time and place for a hearing to address the protest.

When a protest is either allowed or denied, the course of action shall be entered in writing and a copy
delivered to the protestant and the person against whom the protest was made. In the event that a
timely protest is properly filed before judging, and a decision is delayed until after judging, the judges
will be informed by the board to place a conditional and reserve award upon the winning entry.
Premiums and awards will be properly distributed when final decision on the protest is made.

The showing of unethically fitted livestock, the showing of livestock of any ineligible age for exhibition in
the classes entered, or the misrepresentation of breeding or milking status is prohibited. Unethical

fitting will be deemed to consist of changing the normal conformation of any part of the animals 6 body

using drugs, including over the counter and/or extra-label, or mechanical devices to alter the physical
makeup and/or performance of the animal. This includes but is not limited to the following:

Animals that are in milk due to an unnaturally induced lactation.

Balancing the udder by any means other than leaving naturally produced milk in any or all quarters.
Treating or massaging any part of the animal 6 s body, oriextetnally, nvgh dnyirritant,
counterirritant, or other substance to temporarily improve conformation. Minimizing the effects of
cramping by feeding or injecting drugs and depressants or applying packs or using any artificial
contrivance or therapeutic treatment except normal exercise. Blocking the nerves to prevent limping or
switching of the tail.

Striking the animals to cause swelling in a depressed area.

Surgery or other practices performed to change the natural contour orappear anc e o f sbdde
hide, or hair, except the removal of warts or horns and the permitted clipping and dressing of hair and
trimming of hooves.

Insertion of foreign material under the skin.

Changing the color of hair at any point, spot, orareaont h e a ni maAng dgioorbirg dngterial that
allows color to come off from any animal will not be allowed at the show.

Administration of a drug internally or externally. Animals under the care of a licensed veterinarian,
and/or taking any type of medication are ineligible.

All medication administered during the livestock show must be administered by the Fair Board
Veterinarian and a written medication record must be filed. Animals receiving performance enhancing
drugs (i.e., including, but not limited to, steroids, diuretics, and anti-inflammatories, tranquilizers, and
pain killers) in this manner are ineligible for competition.

The term i dig &hall mean any substance for which the sale, possession or use is controlled by license
under federal, state, or local laws or regulation and any substance commonly used by the medical or
veterinary professions which affects the circulatory, respiratory, musculatory, skeletal or central nervous
system of any species of livestock. If drugs are used by the Official Show Veterinarian to treat a
recognized disease in market animals, the withdrawal times listed by the drug manufacturer will be
strictly followed.

Any exhibitor, who is found to have tampered with or who inhumanely abuses an animal or enters an exhibit
that is not eligible or does not abide by the Douglas County Fair Board rules, will be barred from showing and
must forfeit any premium, ribbon, or prize won.

2. All animals shown as market animals must be registered with the auction committee by 1pm, Friday in
the fair office. All weigh cards must be turned in with the destination marked on the back of the card
indicating whether the animal will be sold, shipped, taken home, or sold on a private treaty (to whom and
what locker plant it is to be shipped to). Those not registered as auction animals will not sell. There will be
no exceptions.

3. Weights will be taken at initial weigh-in of the fair. The minimum weights for animals to sell in the
premium auction will be Market Beef 1,000 Ibs.; Market Hogs 220 Ibs.; Sheep 90 Ibs.; Goats 50 Ibs.

4. Animals shown in Feeder Classes are eligible for sale as extra animals, at the discretion of the floor
buyer. Extra animals will receive a base bid and will be loaded on the truck immediately following the
premium auction.

5. All animals selling either through the premium auction or as extra animals will have a commission fee
deducted from their total selling price. Commission fees will be 2% of the total sale price for Market Beef,
and 4% of the total selling price for Market Hogs, Market Lambs, Market Goats, Grand and Reserve Grand
Champion Meat Pen of Rabbits, and Grand and Reserve Champion Meat Pen of Chickens. These fees
will be deducted from the seller's check by the auction committee. All species promotional check-off dollars

6. All market beef that are shipped to be processed by Tyson Foods will be given a base bid in the auction
catalog. However, since these are sold on grade and yield, this will not be the price that will be paid. That
price will be determined by Tyson Foods on the grade and yield of the carcass at the time of processing.

All youth participating in the livestock areas of Bucket Calf, Beef, Dairy, Dairy Goats, Poultry, Rabbits,
Sheep, and Swine must be certified by Youth for Quality Care of Animals (YQCA) by June 15th of the
current year to show.

Market Beef must have been weighed and identified to a 4-H&r enrolled in Beef at the official spring
weigh-in in March, and this information recorded on official forms in the Douglas County Extension
Office.

Steer classes will be divided (if warranted) by weight such that each class will consist of 10 or fewer
animals. There will be one market heifer class.

Steers must be physical castrates.

A maximum of three (3) market beef (market or feeder) will be allowed per exhibitor.

Market Steers must be registered to be shown in the purebred market classes. Original registration or
transfer papers for steers must be in the name of the exhibitor by June 15 of the current year. Animals
may be co-registered by 2 or more youth in the same family but cannot be registered in a farm name
or cannot include the name of adults. Steers without registration papers will show in the Crossbred
class. Papers must be presented at check-in.

Champion and Reserve Champion market beef in each breed may compete for Grand Champion and
Reserve Grand Champion.

A maximum of two (2) breeding females per age may be shown by exhibitor.

Animals shown in market classes are not eligible for breeding classes and vice versa. This applies to
both 4-H and Open Class entries. Animals are considered either breeding or market animals, not both
Breed champion will be selected before moving on to next breed.

Original registration or transfer papers for animals in the breeding classes must be in the name of the
exhibitor by June 15 of the current year. Animals may be co-registered by 2 or more youth in the
same family. Breeding animals registered in a farm name or whose papers include the name of
adults are not eligible to show. 4-H/FFA breeding animals that are not registered may show in the
Commercial Class. For Breeding Heifers under 90 days of age, dam and sire registration information
and a sales receipt will suffice. Papers must be presented at check-in. The calves in the cow/calf
classes may also show in their respective breeding class provided they have the necessary breed
registration papers.

Champion Breeding Females will be chosen in each breed from the seven (7) breeding heifer classes
and the aged female classes. Cow/calf pairs are not included. Champion and Reserve females from
each breed, other purebreds, and commercial classes will compete for the Supreme and Reserve
Supreme Female awards.

Cattle must be in the stalls for public viewing when not showing or being prepared for showing until 8:00

p.m. each night. After 8:00 p.m. all beef and bucket calves may be taken to designated tie out area. 4-

H érs are required to provide their own bedding for the tie out area. Pens inside of the cattle tie out area

are prohibited unless stated otherwise by superintendents and County agents.

At time of pre-entry, all exhibitors will pay a $1 per animal non-refundable fee for a veterinary visual
inspection.

3. A 4-H orenay enter 5 Constructed Article, Garment or Oultfit exhibits, 3 Purchased Oultfits, 1 Educational
Exhibit, and 1 Recycled Clothing Project.

Constructed Article, Garment or Outfit: Any item can be exhibited here that the 4-H 6 éas hand or
machine sewn for themselves or others. For Fashion Revue most of the outfit must be constructed and
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modeled by the 4-H member who made the garment/outfit. Everything which is commonly considered an
outer garment must be constructed (vest, jacket, dress, skirt, pants, coat, etc.) This class is also for any
garment or item that was constructed by the 4-H ér for a unique purpose and meant for limited use (i.e., a
Halloween costume, performance costume, holiday decoration, special event outfit, etc.) It will be judged
by construction standards that support its use. Creativity and suitability for the occasion are the basic
criteria for the judging. A sweater, blouse or shirt that is worn underneath another constructed garment
can be purchased or made.

Buymanship Outfits: Most of the outfit must be owned (not borrowed) and modeled by the 4-H member
or made by another individual for the 4-H member if the fabric and pattern were chosen by the 4-H
member. Everything which is commonly considered an outer garment must be purchased by the 4-H
member or constructed by another person (vest, jacket, dress, skirt, pants, coat, etc.). There are no State
Fair classes for Buymanship Consultation.

Educational Exhibit: Share with others what you learned in clothing construction or clothing buymanship
project. Exhibits may be in the form of a poster, notebook, or display. Follow copyright laws as explained
in the General Rules as you are preparing your exhibit. Take care to select durable materials that will
withstand fair conditions. No card table displays are allowed. If the exhibit is a poster, it must not be larger
than 2 2>0 2 IBtbe exhibit is a display, ma x i mu m s i Zte-fold display ®doard. Ndme and county
must be clearly marked on educational exhibits.

Recycled Clothing Project: An item made of at least 50% recycled material (recycled means reusing an
existing item in a new way).

A 6 4 dek xart MUST accompany entry
describing the recycled materials and how they were used in the item.

Articles, garments, outfits may be used/worn but should be carefully laundered or cleaned before being
exhibited. If soiled, they will not be displayed.

Precut kits are acceptable for all clothing classes. All articles/garments must be finished for use.

Since care labels are not always available, NO care label will be required; however, 4-H members should
know how to care for fabrics they purchase.

Champion and Reserve Champion entries in each age division will compete for Grand and Reserve
Grand Champion in Clothing Construction, Purchased Garments for Young Women, and Purchased
Garments for Young Men. All individual educational exhibits will compete for one Champion and one
Reserve Champion.

(See
Food Sale in this division.) One piece or one part of these food exhibits will be kept for display.

4-H exhibitors (individual or group) should avoid using copyrighted materials whenever possible by
originating his/her own work. Copyrighted and/or trademarked materials utilized in banners, displays,
demonstrations, posters or other activities for endorsement or promotion instead of educational purposes
will be disqualified and will not be displayed or receive ribbons or premium.

A Decorated Food Item (i.e. decorated cake), a Specialty Food Product, or a Group Educational Exhibit
will no longer be accepted for exhibit at the State Fair; therefore to be consistent with state fair rules, they
will no longer be accepted for exhibit in the 4-H Division at the Douglas County Fair.

A 4-H member may exhibit: four Non-Perishable Food Products, one Food Gift Package, one Educational
Exhibit, one 100% Whole Grain Non-Perishable Food Product, and one Place Setting. COPIES OF THE
COMPLETE RECIPES WITH INGREDIENTS AND INSTRUCTIONS ARE REQUIRED FOR ALL NON-
PERISHABLE FOOD PRODUCTS, FOOD GIFT PACKAGES, AND 100% WHOLE GRAIN NON-
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PERISHABLE FOOD PRODUCTS OR THE PLACING WILL BE LOWERED ONE RIBBON WHEN
JUDGED. ATTACH THE RECIPE TO THE OUTSIDE OF THE WRAPPED EXHIBIT. Recipe will not be
returned.

8. Ready-to-eat or baked@-serve cakes, pies, cookies, muffins, etc. are unacceptable. Food item needs to
be prepared and/or assembled by the 4-H 6 eA master mix (i.e. gifts in a jar, soup mix, etc.) is not
considered a nonperishable food product. They are acceptable only as part of a Food Gift Package.

9. For food safety reasons, no cream cheese fillings or frostings will be allowed.

10. Judging criteria will be based on taste (50 points), overall appearance and creativity (25 points each

11. 4-H'ers are encouraged to use whole grain flours, fruits, nuts, etc.

12. Alcohol (ex. Wine, beer, and hard liquor) is not allowed as an ingredient in food entries. Entries with
alcohol in the recipe will be disqualified and not be judged.

13. Quick breads do not contain yeast.

14. All baked goods must be left whole and uncut. Small items, such as cookies and rolls, should be the
same shape and from the same recipe. Exhibit 3 cookies, 3 muffins, 3 bread sticks, 1 loaf bread, etc.

15. Under baked entries will be lowered one or more ribbon placings.

16. Any baked product that can be removed from the pan should be placed on paper plates or covered
cardboard cut to fit the size of the exhibit; otherwise exhibit in a disposable container. Fruit and pecan
pies may be exhibited in a disposable or donated regular bakeware pie plate. Since space is limited, use
small paper plates when possible. Only the exhibit is judged; the container is not judged.

17. All unfrosted cakes should be exhibited in an upright position with top crust showing when it comes out of
the oven, except for those cakes made with special designs such as Bundt cakes. They should have top
crust side down.

18. Attach label to bottom of plate or cardboard. Labels are available at the Douglas County Extension Office
or templates are available at http: www.kansas4-h.org/events-activities/fairs/Kansas-state-fair/docs/foods-
and-nutrition/Foods_Label.pdf or make you own with the following information: Class Number, Foods
Product Name, 4-H membe s Bame, and County.

19. All exhibits must be in FOOD GRADE PLASTIC BAGS OR PLACED IN A PLASTIC DISPOSABLE

20. Carefully secure the entry form and recipe to the outside of the wrapped exhibit. The exhibitor is
encouraged to attach a 3 x 5-inch index card with the entry form to give the judge any information which
the exhibitor thinks would be helpful for the judge to know.

21. Champion and Reserve Champion exhibits will compete for overall Grand Champion and Reserve Grand
Champion in Non-Perishable Food Products, Food Gift Packages, Educational Exhibits, 100% Whole
Grain Non-Perishable Food Products, and Place Settings.

22. A 4-H member may make only one entry in a non-perishable class (includes a whole grain non-perishable
food product, a food gift package, and one entry in an educational class in the Foods and Nutrition
Division for the Kansas State Fair.

23. You must be 9 years old (4-H age) to exhibit at the State Fair.

24. No duplicate samples shall be taken from the same baking or batch and be shown by same and/or
different people as their respective products.

25. For food safety purposes, any entries with frostings and fillings must calculate the amount of sugar in the
frosting/filling recipe only. Calculation must be attached to entry, or the placing will be lowered one ribbon
when judged. Frosting and fillings need to contain more than 65% sugar for safety. Examples on how to
calculate this percentage are included in the publication located at:

any non-perishable food product may be entered. For food safety purposes, any food with custard and dairy

Prepared food items must have recipes attached with the
entry. Additional homemade food items beyond the 3 minimum or purchased items may also be included in
the gift basket. On a 30x 50card, answer these questions: a) what the intended use is; b) what food safety
precautions were taken during and after preparation. Home canned foods must follow Food Preservation rules.
No alcoholic beverages will be accepted.

All dried products must include the recipe and preparation steps. If dried food product is not in a canning
jar, it will be lowered one ribbon rating. Suggested amount: 1/3 i % cup, or three or four pieces per
exhibit. All meat jerky must be heated to an internal temperature of 160 degrees F before or after drying.
This is not the drying temperature! Dried products must include the recipe, preparation steps and heating
instructions. Jerky not heated to 160 degrees F will be disqualified and not be judged. Heating
information can be found in fDry Meat Safely at Homeowww.ksre.ksu.edu/bookstore/pubs/MF3173.pdf,
Exhibits must be processed in clean, clear standard canning jars, with matching brand (use Ball® lids on
Ball® jars, or Kerr® lids on Kerr® jars, etc.) two-piece lids. Do not use colored jars, fancy padded lids,
fabric over wraps or cozies as they interfere with the judging process. No fancy packs unless recipe
states to do so (ex: Pickled asparagus). Jars must be sealed when entered. For food safety reasons, the
size of jars used must not be larger than the jar size stated in the recipe (ex. Salsa is canned in pint jars
only, no quarts). Note: There are 12-ounce, 24-ounce, and 28-ounce canning jars available and may be
used. Use pint jar process recommendations for 12-ounce jars. Use quart jar process recommendations
for 24-ounce jars and 28-ounce jars.

Each exhibit must have the complete recipe and instructions attached with the entry card, or it will be
disqualified. Recipe must include exhibitor name, recipe source, date of publication and altitude of where
food was processed. If using Mrs. Wage6® or Ball® mixes, indicate the date mix was purchased.
Through the hole punch in the entry card, use a rubber band to attach the entry card and recipe around
the top of the jar.

Each jar exhibited must be labeled with a uniform label available from the Douglas County Extension
Center. Place the label one inch from the base of jar. Label must not cover brand name of jar. The label
must give: Class Number, Product, Altitude where processed, Canning Method (water bath, weighted
gauge or dial gauge pressure method), Process Time, Pressure (psi), Date processed including month
and year, Name and County.

Exhibitors in the Walk-trot Barrel Racing,
Pol e Bending and Fl ag Race wil | ecsienctkey lope foamone thanttwe 1 i b b c
strides once they cross the timeline to begin their class. The Pleasure Pairs class will be judged as a walk-trot
class and will not affect exhibitors entering in loping classes.
5. All equine must have a 4-H Horse ID form and pictures submitted to the Extension Office by the official
deadline set by the Extension Office, May 1. Brothers and/or sisters may show the same horse/pony/mule
provided they are not in the same class, and they are both listed on the horse I.D. See the Kansas 4-H Horse
Show Rule Book for more information regarding leases, etc. Exhibitor must show their 4-H Horse ID form copy
to the Superintendent during check in the day of show. If the horse is registered with the American Quarter
Horse Association and is entered in the Registered Quarter Horse halter class official AQHA registration
papers must be shown at check in. To be eligible for Horseless Horse classes 60 A 6005 and 60 A 6006, 4-
H érs must meet the following criteria: (1) Enrolled in Horse or Horseless Horse project; (2) Do not own or
lease a horse; (3) Horse shown must have a 4-H Identification Paper on file by May 1.
6. Health Requirements- Horses, ponies and mules should be free of infections and contagious disease. The
horse show committee reserves the right to turn a horse away if they feel the animal is not healthy.
7. The Fair Board and horse show committee reserve the right to cancel or postpone any or all
classes due to inclement weather, the right to combine classes based on pre-entries, the right to modify the
dress code due to weather conditions and to excuse unruly animals from any class.
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8. All 4-H contestants will adhere to the current Kansas 4-H Horse Show Rule Book of regulations of general
show rules, English class rules and Western class rules unless otherwise specified within these rules (found
online at www.kansas4-h.org/projects/animals/horse.html).

9. All contestants, family members and spectators, are expected to always display proper conduct and
courtesy. Unsportsmanlike conduct by the4-H6 er or t h o stpanying the4-Ho earc ctbe | | n o
tolerated. Such actions will result in forfeiture of all placings and qualifications earned during the show and
those involved may be excused from the grounds at the discretion of show management. Grievances must be
made in writing and submitted to the Rules committee within two (2) hours after the incident.  UDGE 6 S
DECISION IS FINAL. Separate judges will judge 4-H Show and Open Show.

10. Only current 4-H members are allowed to ride 4-H horses/ponies/mules on the grounds of a 4-H show.
Parents, legal guardian, grandparents, siblings and/or a fellow 4-H member are allowed to assist the 4-H ér
with their horse. Adults other than show officials are barred from the show ring while the 4-H horses are being
judged.

11. Each exhibitor will be issued two contestant identification numbers. During halter classes the number will
be secured to the exhibi t o r 6 duriig aiding ¢lasses a number will be secured on each side of the saddle
on the saddle pad.

12. Maximum time for tack change - 5 minutes. Please keep the ring steward or gate help informed of tack
changes.

13. Any horse 56 inches and under (without shoes) is considered a pony. Ponies may be measured at check-in
if height is in question. An exhibitor may enter both pony and western pleasure, but they may NOT enter the
same animal in more than one pleasure class.

14. Ranch Riding will be a pattern only class, rail work will not be performed.

15. In all trail classes 4-H members are allowed 60 seconds to maneuver the gate and 30 seconds to
maneuver other obstacles. Exhibitors must maneuver the gate unassisted. The judge has the right to motion
an exhibitor on to the next obstacle if not begun in 30 seconds and the exhibitor will be penalized accordingly.
16. Time and safety should be considered when entering the arena for timed evens. Dismissal from the class
due to safety concerns or excessive time entering is at the discretion of the judge. The horse must enter the
arena and hesitate before starting run. The gate must be closed and be kept closed until the runner stops. For
safety reasons, horses must enter under the control of the rider. The horse cannot be led into the arena by an
unmounted or mounted person. The rider must also have the horse under control before exiting the arena.
17. For English classes, exhibitors may ride Hunter or Saddle Seat style.

18. Exhibitor levels and ages are: Level lll ages 15-18; Level Il ages 11-14; Level | ages 7-10.

19. An exhibitor may enter up to two equines in a halter class; the second equine must be shown by another
exhibitor entered in the show. An equine may be shown in only one halter class. This excludes showmanship.
20. The first and second place exhibitors in each halter class will be called back for judging of the overall
grand champion and reserve grand champion halter horse.

Halter Classes:

Stock Type: For horses with the appearance of a stock horse such as American Quarter Horses, Appaloosas,
Paint Horses, etc.

Non-Stock Type: For horses with a lighter body build including but not limited to Arabian, Thoroughbred,
Morgan, Saddlebred, etc.

Grade or registered horses of mixed breeds should be classified by visible breed characteristics and
predominant breed genetics.

Special Class Descriptions:

Egg & Spoon i Riders will carry an egg on a spoon at various gaits. Riders will enter the arena and space
themselves on the rail, once all riders are on the rail and have been given an egg and spoon the class will
begin. Once the class begins riders may not place any fingers on the egg to stabilize it. Riders will go to the
center of the arena as their eggs fall. The last rider with an egg is declared the winner. The class will be a walk-
trot class and will not affect exhibitors entering loping classes.

Follow Me i Exhibitors will encourage their horse/pony/mule to follow them to a set location within the arena
and back across the start/finish line without the aid of a lead rope, rein, etc. Exhibitors may not touch their
animal once they have crossed the start/finish line. Aids such as a feed bucket, treats, etc. may be used.
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Dress Code

Exhibitors will adhere to the dress code as outlined in the Kansas 4-H Horse Show Rule Book (found online at

www.kansas4-h.org/projects/animals/horse.html) during all classes while keeping in mind the Douglas County

Fair 4-H Horse Show is a casual show with a learning environment. Exhibitors in timed events are permitted to
wear the Official Douglas County Fair 4-H T-Shirt which may be purchased when entering the fair.

Wethers or does
may be shown as market goats. Does cannot be shown as breeding if they are entered in market
classes and vice versa. Wether market goats must be physical castrates.

7. Market goats must be weighed and identified to a 4-Hé&r enrolled in Goats in the spring at a date
designated by the Extension Office.

8. Market goats will be shown by weights. Meat goats must weigh a minimum of 50 pounds (to be
considered for Grand or Reserve) and can be any breed or combination of goat breeds. No maximum
weight.

9. Bracing of meat goats is allowed. Exhibitors may use collars, collars with a short lead, or halters when
showing. Medium (3mm or smaller) pinch collars will be allowed. Exhibitors may only briefly (2
seconds or less) touch their animal to set legs. Superintendent has the right to disqualify violators.

10. All meat goats must have baby teeth in place with no visible signs of permanent teeth. The decision of
the mouthier is final.

11. All Market goats must be "slick shorn" with an equal amount of hair above the knee and hock (head and
belly excluded) prior to check-in at show time. A maximum of 3/8" hair length is permitted.

12. Goats are suggested to be dehorned. However, if horns are left, they must be tipped and rounded.

13. Physical abuse of any animal will not be tolerated and will be grounds for disqualification. Show
superintendent has the right to interpret this rule.

14. At time of pre-entry, all exhibitors will pay a $1 per animal non-refundable fee for a veterinary
inspection. Inspection will take place before the animal(s) have been unloaded at the fairgrounds.
Goats determined by exhibition staff to have lesions of ringworm, warts, or infested with mange will not
be permitted to show.

15. All sexually intact goats (does and bucks) must be identified with a registered tattoo or an official USDA
ID tag.

16. For animal to be exhibited in a showmanship class, 4-H/FFA member must own and exhibit animal in a
regular class. NO animal may be entered in showmanship without also being shown in a regular class.

NO BIRDS MAY BE REMOVED BEFORE RELEASE TIME ON SUNDAY, (except those meat pens
sold in the 4-H livestock auction). ALL BIRDS MUST REMAIN AT THE FAIRGROUNDS, EVEN IF

All rabbit exhibitors
are encouraged to participate in the rabbit judging contest. This must be listed on the pre-entry form.
Cable ties will be put on rabbit cages at 6:00 p.m. for the safety of the rabbits.

Livestock exhibitors are required to clean their livestock pens or stalls at the conclusion of the fair. All
rabbits and equipment must be out of the barn and cleaning completed by the end of the pre-
determined check out time. All premiums will be forfeited if rabbits are left in the barn and stalls not
properly cleaned.

All rabbits exhibited in the meat pen classes are required to present a drug withdrawal form upon
check in of the rabbit. If this cannot be provided, the rabbits will be disqualified.

To help prevent club lamb fungus at the Fair, all market lambs must be slick sheared prior to bringing
them to the fair. A maximum of 0.2 (two tenths) inches of wool is permitted. And, if the ewes will be
sheared for the show, they must be sheared prior to unloading at the fair.

Champion and Reserve Champion lambs in each breed will compete for Grand Champion and
Reserve Grand Champion.

Champion and reserve ewes from each breed, other purebreds, and commercial or crossbred classes
will show for Supreme and Reserve Supreme Breeding Ewe awards.

Animals shown in market classes are not eligible for breeding classes and vice versa. This applies to
both 4-H and Open Class entries. Animals are considered either breeding or market animals, not
both.

Market lambs must have been weighed and identified to a 4-H@r enrolled in sheep at the official
spring weigh-ins in May and this information be recorded on official forms in the Douglas County
Extension Office. Wether market lambs must be physical castrates.

Original registration or transfer papers for animals in breeding classes must be in the name of the
exhibitor by June 15 of the current year. Animals may be co-registered by 2 or more youth in the
same family. Breeding animals registered in a farm name or whose papers include the name of
adults are not eligible to show. 4-H/FFA breeding animals that are not registered may show in the
Commercial classes.

At time of pre-entry, all exhibitors will pay a $1 per animal non-refundable fee for a veterinary visual
inspection. Inspection will take place prior to the animals being unloaded at the fairgrounds.

All sexually intact sheep (ewes and rams) and wethers must be identified with an official USDA
premise ID tag. Lambs, less than 8 weeks of age, accompanying their dams are exempt from tagging
requirements.

ROBOTICS

1. 4-H members must be currently enrolled in the Kansas 4-H STEM-Robaotics project to exhibit in this division.

2. Each exhibitor may enter one robot per class. Exhibits must have been constructed and/or completed during the current
4-H year.

3. Each robot must be free-standing, without the need for additional supports to be moved or exhibited. Each exhibit must
include a robot, information packets are not a sufficient exhibit.

4. Robots must have automated articulated structures (arms, wheels, grippers, etc.). Game consoles that display on a
screen are not considered robots and should either be entered in computer systems division or energy management
project. Robots requiring no assembly, just programming, such as Ozobots, are considered computer systems projects as
the skill is focused on the programming not on the construction of the robot.

5. Robot dimensions should not exceed 2 feet high, by 2 feet wide, by 2 feet deep. Weight may not exceed 15 pounds. If
displayed in a case (not required) the outside case dimensions may not be more than 26 inches in height, width, or depth.
6. Materials including but not limited to obstacles, spare batteries, and mats for testing the robot may be brought by the
exhibitor on the day of judging and those materials not essential to the exhibit may be taken home following completion of
judging.

7. All electric components of the robot must be adequately covered or concealed with a protective enclosure. Paper is
NOT considered an adequate enclosure or covering for electrical components.

8. Robots may be powered by an electrical, battery, water, air, or solar source only. Junk drawer robots may be powered
by a non-traditional power source. Robots powered by fossil fuels/flammable liquids will be disqualified. Robots that
include weaponry of any kind will be disqualified. Weaponry is defined as any
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instrument, possession, or creation, physical and/or electrical that could be used to inflict damage and/or harm to
individuals, animal life, and/or property.

9. Remote controlled robots are allowed under certain conditions provided that the robot is not drivable. Robotic arms
(hydraulic or electric) are allowed. A remote is allowed provided more than a single action happens when a single button
is pressed on the remote, for examplei a mo t ofor 3 seponds, &t which point an actuator is triggered, then the motor
spins for 3 more seconds.0  Rae controlled cars, boats, planes and/or action figures, etc. are not allowed.

10. Each robot must be in working condition. The judges will operate each robot to evaluate its workmanship and its ability
to complete its intended task. In the event the robot uses a phone, tablet, or similar device for programming AND control
of the robot, a video can be used to evaluate the working condition of the robot.

11. Each exhibitor is required to complete t h e-H 8TEM-Robotics Exhibit Information For mo ik available through
your local K-State Research and Extension office or at www.STEM4KS.com. This form must be attached to the outside of
al0o 1x3 0 ma nelopeaAll eenisions of all forms previously released for the STEM division either undated or
dated prior to current year are void for use and new forms must be obtained and used that are dated by the
State 4-H Office for the current year. Use of old forms should result in the loss of one ribbon placing for
exhibits.

12. The exhibit must include written instructions for operation (the instructions should be written as if they were to tell a
grandparent or elderly person how to operate the robot), construction plans, and one to three pages of project
photographs. For robots that can be programmed, robot programming information must be included, this information
shouldbeplaced i nsi del8bemdOoidbl a envel opRobaherogrammingidformationvcan be, but
not limited to, source code, block diagrams, screen captures of the coding window, and other images that show
the programming logic used.

13. If the robot uses a device like a phone, iPad, or tablet for programming AND operation, DO NOT leave the device
(phone, tablet, etc.) at the fair. The device 6 s etyscaniot be insured. Bring it with you the day of judging.

14. Each exhibit should include a video of the youth following their instructions for operation. This allows judges to get a
better understanding of the exhibit and allows the youth the opportunity to fully demonstrate their exhibit. The video should
be no longer than 8 minutes and should be placed on the CD, DVD, USB drive, or similar.

15. Creativity, workmanship, and functionality will be strong criteria in judgingt h e fA R oignedtby Ekkibitoroclasses.
All robots should have a purpose or intended function, examples include, but are not limited to following a line, sweeping
the floor, solving a rubix cube, sorting colors, or climbing stairs.

17. There are no county or district boundaries that must be adhered to to form a Kansas 4-H STEM-Robotics team.

3. If a rocket qualified for the Kansas State Fair, exhibitors should read the State Fair Rules for the Rocketry division as
they may be different from those at the county fair.

11. Angles of fins must fall within a plus or minus 2-degree variation using an approved fin alignment guide (such as
KSSTAC10). An official fin guide is available from www.STEM4KS.com.

12. Fins and body tubes, except those in the except those in the introductory division, are to be filled and sealed with
sanding sealer and/or primer or other suitable filler to eliminate the appearance of body grooves and wood grain. Fins
should be rounded or streamlined according to instructions. If the other edges are rounded to reduce drag on all exposed
sides, there should be no ribbon deduction, unless instruction indicate to leave flat, or instructions say to round and
rounding was not done.

3. The information that accompanies the UAS must be limited to the 4-H UAS Exhibit Information Form which is affixed to
alddo x Yeope. Enis envelope should NOT be attached to the UAS. This may be downloaded from
www.STEM4KS.com. Any UAS exhibit not including this completed envelope will receive an automatic participation
ribbon. All revisions of forms previously released for the STEM division dated prior to current year are void for use and
new forms must be obtained and used that are dated by the Kansas State 4-H Office for the current year.

4. Each exhibit MUST include a video of the youth operating their UAS. This allows judges to get a better understanding
of the exhibit and allows the youth the opportunity to fully demonstrate their exhibit.

3. Exhibits are to have a clear link to the STEM areas of astronomy, computers, rocketry, robotics, or
unmanned aerial systems, educational exhibits outside of these STEM areas should be displayed in the other
program areas. Just because an educational exhibit relates to the broad concept of STEM does not qualify it to be
displayed in the STEM Educational Exhibit area. Exhibits that do not clearly show a clear and direct relationship to the
STEM project areas of ag-mechanics, ABC, astronomy, computers, robotics, rocketry, or UAS as previously defined will
be disqualified.

4. Exhibits in posters, notebooks and display boards must contain substantial supporting educational materials.

5. Educational display boards, posters and notebooks should be creative and showcase details about the knowledge
learned in the project during the current 4-H year. Value is placed on youth who can demonstrate how their skills have
increased while completing the project. Each exhibit will be judged on uniqueness, creativity, neatness, accuracy of
material, knowledge gained, and content. An exhibit judging score sheet is available at www.STEM4KS.com. For
example, a rocket that may have crashed and/or is highly damaged may be made into an educational display or poster
that tells a great story with many lessons learned.

6. Follow copyright laws, citing all sources of information in a standard notation. Sources of information must be cited on
the front of your exhibit, including all posters and educational display boards.

7. Educational displays are not to exceed a standard commerci a |  3-fokl digpbléy bbardi No card table exhibits will be
allowed. Care should be taken to use durable materials that will withstand fair conditions.
